THEA  &  ACCUPLACER   Information

For

TEXAS PUBLIC COLLEGE CREDIT or DUAL CREDIT

Students enrolling in a Texas public 2 or 4 year college or university or Dual Credit MUST, first of all, take the THEA or ACCUPLACER test before enrolling in any college courses, OR be EXEMPT.  

The THEA or ACCUPLACER tests Reading, Writing, and Math.  It is a placement test.  Students still must take either the ACT or SAT test for college admissions after high school graduation, but these are not required for Dual Credit enrollment.

Students entering their Junior year for Dual Credit must pass ALL Sections of the THEA or ACCUPLACER (or be Exempt) in order to take any college course.

Students entering their Senior year for Dual Credit must pass only the portion of the THEA or ACCUPLACER that matches their desired college course.  (Example: Reading & Writing for Dual Credit English; or Math for Dual Credit College Algebra or College Pre-Calculus)

Students who meet one of the following criteria should be exempt.  The admissions office of the student’s college of choice should be contacted for confirmation:

TAKS -  (10th Grade scores accepted for 11th or 12th grade Dual Credit):

(11th Grade scores accepted for 12th grade Dual Credit and Required for college credit after hs graduation):

  
2200 on Math and ELA, with a Writing sub-score of at least a 3

SAT
-   a Combined Score of 1070 (Verbal and Math) with at least a 500 on both the Verbal and Math sections 

PSAT -  a Combined Score of 107  with at least a 50 on both the Verbal and  Math sections

ACT -    a Composite Score of 23 with at least a 19 on both the English and Math sections 

The Tyler Junior College Testing Center gives two tests which fulfill the THEA requirements:

     1.  QUICK THEA - $29.00   a paper/pencil test – not given as often (a few times per month).  Scores are available within a couple of weeks.
